Two-year-old (2+0) seedlings are cultured over two growing seasons in containers. These products are field
conditioned, robust and well-balanced seedlings that are economical and provide high value. They are grown
outdoors primarily at PRT’s Okanagan, Southern and Coastal British Columbia nurseries where winters are
relatively mild and the growing season begins early in the spring. These products are well suited for sites that
are subject to heavy brush competition and/or snowpress. They are typically used for summer and fall planting
on sites where moisture is not limiting. Due to the additional time spent at the nursery, these seedlings are
larger than comparable 1+0 seedlings.

Ordering: Single-point seamless administration saves you time and resources. Seedlings sown in the
current year may be delivered in the following summer, fall or subsequent spring. Combinations of 2+0 and
1+0 crops to meet specific site and logistical requirements are common. While 2+0 seedlings must be ordered
more than one year in advance of the scheduled planting date, 1+0 summer or spring-delivery seedlings can
be ordered later to fine tune seedling requirements using the latest information.

Sowing: Sowing of 2+0 container crops at the nursery takes place from April to June. Seed requirements
are calculated to meet requested seedling numbers while optimizing usage. PRT Seedling Information
Systems provide historical information for a “Right from the Start™” approach.

Nursery culture: Crop planning is customized to meet our customer’s needs. Growers utilize computers
for control, monitoring and data collection to aid in optimizing crop culture. A high level of risk management
planning is employed to ensure reliable on-time delivery for each individual seedling order.

Delivery: Seedlings for summer hot-lift planting are shipped as early as mid-June depending on the
product. Large 2+0 seedlings may be lifted in the fall of their second growing season and frozen stored for
spring delivery.
