Native Plants at PRT

Value

PRT has been collecting indigenous seed and growing native plants since 1997 as part of our
forestry program. The provincial government and forest and mining companies in British Columbia
recognized that planting many of the original plant species on the sites after road building, logging
or mining reduced the environmental impact and hastened restoration. 

Since 1997, PRT has also supplied indigenous plants to Federal, State and Provincial parks, 
departments of fisheries and highways, wholesale nurseries and educational institutions. 

The recent popularity of “green” or environmentally compatible prescriptions has resulted in a
sharp increase in the interest of native plant products. 

The most reliable way to get native plants for your program is to order them in advance for custom
growing. Most native plants orders can be produced in a single growing season. Orders placed by
early fall are grown the next year, then frozen stored over the winter and planted the following
spring. If your sites are fresh or moist throughout the growing season, your plants may be delivered
and planted as early as July 1st of the same year in which they are sown. For contracts that are
placed well in advance of planting, PRT can arrange for the collection of seed from near the proposed
planting location; or alternatively we can sow seed provided by you. This ensures suitability of plant
materials for the planting region. As native plant seed is usually collected between June and September,
it is best to place your order by mid-May if you wish to use local seed provenances.

We understand how delayed or repeat planting can increase regeneration costs, and we do everything
we can to deliver healthy seedlings when you need them.
