PRT Vice President Herb Markgraf commented: “With the acquisition of the Cottage Grove facility, PRT will take
another step towards our goal of better serving our customers in the Pacific Northwest U.S. With two growing
facilities in the PNW, it was time to properly differentiate between facilities and let our customers know that there
are two PRT nurseries in Oregon. These two PRT nurseries (PRT Hubbard and PRT Cottage Grove), will allow PRT to
solidify our market position of containerized forest seedlings in the PNW.”

The change to PRT Hubbard (PRT HB) will be effective May 1, 2018. Customers with orders at PRT Hubbard will find
the location codes on their orders and correspondence changed to PRT Hubbard/HB, but will see no change in
seedling quality and service.
